Questo traguardo permetterà all’Italia di ospitare 
corse di alto livello, iniziando dalle Listed fino ad arrivare 
alle corse di gruppo.
I grandi ippodromi italiani stanno dimostrando un note-
vole interesse, prova ne è la AL KHALEDIAH CUP svol-
tasi a Milano nell’Ippodromo di San Siro il 18 ottobre con 
un montepremi di 50.000, vinta a sorpresa da un cavallo 
italiano, Lares De Pinè, nato ed allevato in Italia dall’Alle-
vamento De Pinè ed esportato in Francia. Erano presenti 
Sheikh Mutlaq e il Dott. Jamal di Al Khalediah Stables e 
TuttoArabi li ha incontrati.
Prossimo evento importantissimo per l’Italia sarà la World 
Horse Arabian Racing Conference a Roma nel 2016.
Mentre per il calendario mondiale delle corse la più attesa 
sarà la SHEIKH ZAYED BIN SULTAN AL NAHYAN 
JEWEL CROWN all’Abu Dhabi Equestrian Club dome-
nica 8 Novembre 2015.
Con un montepremi di 1.200.000 euro questa è  la corsa 
più ricca del mondo. q

I t has been a big success for the Anica and the Ministry 
of Agriculture Policies.
After years of efforts made by Mr. Pittaluga (Anica) 

the aim has been achieved.
The latest general conference of the International Federation 
of Arabian Horses Racing (IFAHR) in Paris on 5th 
October has unanimously admitted Italy as member. It’s the 
first time in its history the Federation admits a country as 
its member with 100% of acceptance.
The recognition will allow Italy to host races of the highest 
class and level, from the Listed to the Group Races.
The most important italian racetracks are showing their 
great interest to such events. On 18th October the San Siro 
Racecourse in Milan has hosted the first edition of the Prix 
Al Khalediah Cup. The prizemoney of 50.0000 euro has 
been awarded to Lares De Pinè, an italian 4 year old horse 
born and bred in Italy by De Pinè Breeding Farm and then 
exported to France. 
Sheikh Mutlaq and Doc. Jamal of Al Khalediah Stables 
were there and TuttoArabi met them.
The 2016 World Horse Arabian Racing Conference in 
Rome will be the next important event to attend for Italy. 
Whereas the most awaited race in the world calendar is 
the Sheikh Zayed Bin Sultan Al Nahyan Jewel Crown at 
the Abu Dhabi Equestrian Club on Sunday November 8, 
2015. With 1.200.000 eur of prizemoney this is the richest 
race all over the world. q
