A t the beginning of
December, shortly

before the Christmas
holidays and the turn of the year, the
Arabian world celebrates the highlight
of the showing season. The Salon du
Cheval Arab is the very special setting
for the annual World Championships
with their brilliant mix of excite-
ment, pride, and expectations.
The judges’ panel, internationally
combined and highly experienced just
as usual, consisted of Mrs. Judith
Forbis (USA), Mrs. Silvia Garde-
Ehlert (Germany), Dr. Nasr Marei
(Egypt), Mrs. Ann Norden
(Sweden), Mr. Willi Poth (France),
Dr. Francesco Santoro (Italy), and
Mr. Peter Upton (Great Britain). In
addition to the host country, France,
exhibitors from many European coun-
tries (Great Britain, Germany,
Belgium, Austria, Denmark, Spain,
Italy, the Netherlands, Poland, and
Switzerland) had sent their very best
horses, just as had exhibitors from
other continents, from the US,
Canada, Australia, Egypt, Morocco,
Saudi Arabia, Qatar, and the United
Arabian Emirates, in order to bring
the much-coveted trophies home.
Added up across all the categories,
about 90 horses presented themselves,
with many of the participants listed
in the catalogue not showing up for
the contest. The reasons can be specu-
lated on.

Pandoraah is no less than the
younger sister of the successful show
horse inheritor Psytadel – no wonder
she made convincing attempts at fol-
lowing in the steps of her successful
sisters and brothers. In a number of
championships, she convinced the jud-
ges with a head and neck just chiselled
into stone, a solid conformation, and
elegant and light-footed movements.
During the qualifications here in
Paris, it was BESS-FAI’ZAH who
got the class clearly judged in her
favour, reaping 464.5 points and
making PANDORAAH second-
ranked with 460 points.

At a total
of 11 top scores (unanimous for type
